President’s report—Joe K.  John F. will give up vice-president’s position. Traditionally VP and Walk chair positions have been 

filled by same person. Rules would need to be changed to allow 2 people to share position.  Walk chair responsibilities described 

as working with trails committee to check trails, put new trails together, decide which year-rounds to change, which to keep, 

and acting as liaison between CRVC & responsible party at start point. Pat J. & Sharon S. might be interested in possibility of 

acting as co-VPs and co-walk chairs. Discussion of advantages and disadvantages of position-sharing. It was decided to split 

Walk chair & VP positions.  Joe K. will collect & announce names for VP nominations; election to be at June 9 meeting. Walk 

chair will be appointed.

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.  Discovery Walk Festival update from Burt & Romana Paynter 

 

 Many thanks to the CRVC volunteers, and participants during the 12th annual Vancouver International Discovery 

Walk Festival in April. 

 

 We would like to share some of our successes and challenges. The DWF benefited from great weather throughout the week-

end.  We saw another large increase in the number of children and families participating.  We also welcomed a greater num-

ber of Teams of 10 or more people.  These included groups from Austria, Japan, Canada, walking clubs, church groups, fam-

ily groups, ROTC and National Guard groups.  We had 2147 participants over the weekend that completed over 3,000 

events. 

 

 We regret that our bus company failed us on Sunday.  We had to offer multiple-times around a shorter distance for 21K and 

32K walkers rather than the unique trail that we had marked.  We will not use busses next year or in the foreseeable future.  

While that will limit where we can walk, we do not want to disappoint our walkers in this way again. 

 

 Based on initial feedback on our using the Saturday 21K route twice for marathon, our trailmasters are dedicated to provid-

ing a full 42K course for the Saturday marathon for 2009.  This will require more skilled volunteers for trailmarking, which 

has been a challenge to enlist.  We welcome additions to our planning team and skilled trailmarkers to be able to offer a 

unique course. 

 

 Our goal for next year is to incorporate the comments and suggestions made by our volunteers and walkers to improve our 

events.  We are confident we will present an exciting festival with lots of fun for all.  We hope you will join us again 

 

Wednesday Walkers at Hayden Island.
