A Hike up to Three-Corner Rock

Rock. We were looking for a hike that wasn't toadcsince we got a late start, and wasn’t too diffisince |
hadn’t done much hiking since my foot injury.

This 4.4 mile, 1200 ft elevation gain, there andkdaike primarily follows a section of the Pacifimast Trail
in the Wind River area north of Stevenson, WAtdrts out at 2350 ft, so you get glorious 360 diegvs from
the 3550 ft summit.

Note: This hike is accessed off of Forest servi@@rCG2090, which you get to from CG2000. Thesdsoa
are unpaved. CG2000 isn’t too bad for an unpavad (but I've seen others describe it as potholdemndand
rough, so go prepared, it's a ways in), but 2096éep and rocky. However you could always parkrdatithe
intersection of CG2000 and CG2090 and walk theil8swp to the trailhead. The parking area andhigad is
on the right side of the road and is only markethwismall triangular PCT symbol.
